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Place your sign on a large piece of
paper and trace around the perimeter.
Mark the top as a guide for later.

Ensure drilled holes are free of any
excess dust and deep enough to
accomodate the length of the plugs &
screws being used. Gently tap a wall
plug into each hole until flush with the
surface.

Screw sockets firmly into place x 4. Do Carefully line up the studs on the back

not over tighten as you may damage of your sign with the sockets on the wall

the socket piece. and press your sign into place. You will
feel a firm click. Visually inspect to
ensure all sockets have clicked in.

The four points on your template show
exactly where you need to drill or screw
directly into your wall. (If NOT installing
onto masonry go to step &)
